Notes to help you complete the application

Section 1

1, 2,3,4 – Tell us the name and address of the organisation or community group applying for the grant. This is a community grant and we welcome applications from small groups that are not constituted.

5. If an organisation is applying for funding on behalf of a community group we need contact details of the local group to ensure work is always resident led.
7. It is important that the development of community groups in the area is funded to support community engagement. However residents of the Big Local Central Jarrow must directly benefit from this grant. To further both objectives groups will be funded that can show Central Jarrow residents are involved.
Section 2

1. – work has to fit in with at least one of themes

3, 4 – these questions give you the chance to tell us what you want to do if you are awarded a grant. Tell us about your project, who will it benefit eg. Young people, people who are disabled, and how do you know this is what is needed eg. through group meetings.
5 – your work may cost more than £400. If this is the case please tell us how you are going to fund the rest of the work.

Section 3

1. You must have a bank or building society account. Your account must be in the name of the organisation or community group that is applying for a grant. At least 2 people must have to sign each cheque or authorize a withdrawal. Signatories of each cheque must not be related to each other or live at the same address.
Section 4

It is important that all boxes are ticked and that you fully understand the conditions if you are awarded a grant.

Section 5

This must be signed and dated by the main applicant at 1.4. if this is not completed a grant cannot be awarded.
We cannot consider applications for:

· Political or religious activities

· Statutory bodies to fund their core activities

· Sole benefit of individuals

· Retrospective funding

· Repeat requests for round 1 and round 2 in a given year
· Events or activities whose principle aim is to fundraise for another organisation.
Policies and Procedures:

If your project involves work with young children, young people under the age of 18 or vulnerable adults, it is your responsibility to have appropriate safeguarding policies and procedures in place. Please get in touch with Groundwork South Tyneside and Newcastle for support and information.
Data Protection

The information you have provided on the application form will be used for us to analyse how the Community Grant has worked.

Copies of all or some of the information will be shared with others including Local Trust. We have a duty to protect public monies and may share information with other funders.

If you provide false or inaccurate information your award may be withdrawn. If fraud is identified we will provide details to fraud prevention agencies.

Freedom of Information Act
The Freedom of Information Act 2000 gives members of the public the right to request any information that we hold. If information is requested we will release it, although we may choose to consult with you first.
Your signature on the application form confirms that you understand our obligations under the Data Protection Act 1998 and the Freedom of Information Act 2000 and that you accept that as long as our actions conform to the law we will not be liable for any loss or damage that you suffer as a result.
