3. How do I know what organisation type I am and if I am eligible?

To find out what type of organisation you are, ask your Chief Executive Officer (CEO), Director, Chair of Trustees, or accountant. 

Read your organization’s governing documents or check on Companies House or the Charity Commission. 

If you have a website, it may have information there which can help you.

If you do not have any of these, it may be that you are a non-constituted group. This is a group without any formal documentation setting out their name and purpose. They are not a registered organisation on Companies House or the Charity Commission.  

Once you know what type of organisation you are, read the funder’s guidance information provided to check if you are eligible for funding. 

If you are unsure, get in touch with the funder to ask before you start applying.
