4. What documents do I need to apply?

Every funder and grant programme is different, so first read all the guidance information provided to check if you need to provide any supporting documents with your application. For example, some funders may ask for the following supporting documents: 

· Governing documents, like your constitution, memorandum, or articles of association. 

· A recent bank statement.

· A statement of your accounts for the last financial year, or a budget forecast for the current financial year.

· Any relevant policies and procedures, such as Safeguarding, Insurance, or Health and Safety.

· Evidence of need, such as letters of support, community consultation, research, or surveys.

· Evidence of previous work, such as past evaluation reports or testimonials from beneficiaries.

Once you know what documents you need to attach to your application, check if you have these to hand, or if you need to ask someone for the latest version.
